DEPARTMENT OF SPECIAL EDUCATION

NEW COURSE:
EDSP 849.  Interventions: Autism Spectrum Disorders. (3) S.

Assessment, curriculum content, educational considerations, interventions, and organization of programs for children and youth with Autism Spectrum Disorders.

Pr.:  EDSP 728 and EDSP 742.  

Rationale:

This course will provide teachers with curriculum and intervention strategies for a growing population of students within the functional special education endorsement.

EDSP 885.  Practicum in Education of Exceptional Individuals.  (1-6).


On sufficient demand.  Observation and participation in teaching exceptional individuals under the supervision of selected teachers in special education.  Pr.:  EDSP 841, 842, 843 or 846.

To:

EDSP 885. Practicum in Education of Individuals with Functional Special Education Needs. (1-6).


On sufficient demand.  Observation and participation in teaching individuals with functional special educational needs under the supervision of selected teachers in Special Education programs. Pr.:  EDSP 742, 743, 785, and 841.

Rationale:

Title change reflects the change by the Kansas State Department of Education from a categorical emphasis in Special Education to an emphasis on curriculum needs.

EDSP 841.  Interventions:  Moderately Mentally Retarded.  (3) II.


Curriculum content, methods, and organization of educational programs for children with moderate mental retardation.  Pr.:  EDSP 724 and EDSP 842 or EDSP 843.

To:

EDSP 841.  Interventions:  Functional Special Education.  (3) II.


Curriculum content, methods, and organization of educational programs for children and youth with functional special education needs.  Pr.:  EDSP 724 and EDSP 743.

Rationale:

The Kansas State Department of Education has eliminated the teaching endorsement in Mental Retardation and added a teaching license in Functional Special Education. The change in course title reflects this change.

DEPARTMENT OF SECONDARY EDUCATION

NEW COURSE:

EDSEC 471.  Office Systems and Procedures. (3) II.

This course develops competencies needed for careers in the business office, evaluates and utilizes automated office systems and procedures, and applies technical knowledge and decision-making.  

Pr.:  Consent of instructor.  

Rationale:

In order to keep abreast of the rapidly changing technologies in the office, this course is necessary to prepare our students and keep them current.

EDSEC 315.  Administrative Data Applications.  (3).  II.


Development of competencies in the usage of integrated software packages as they apply to the automated business environment.

Pr.:  EDSEC 215.

To:

EDSEC 315.  Technology in the Business Classroom.  (3) II.


This course utilizes computer applications, including the word processing, database management, spreadsheets, and presentation applications, as well as automated accounting, the Internet and electronic mail, in developing teaching theories using technology skills in the business classroom.  It is assumed that students have had basic keyboarding skills. 

Pr.:  Consent of instructor.

Rationale:

The proposed changes will provide the flexibility to incorporate new technology as needed.

Effective date:  Fall 2003

DROP COURSE:

EDSEC 215.  Information Processing. (3) I.  Application of technical knowledge and decision-making skills in development of usable printed business documents.  Emphasis is placed upon teaching theories and strategies as they apply to keyboarding.

Rationale:

No longer needed as students are now better prepared out of high school.
