NEW COURSE:

EDCEP 851.  Multicultural Aspects of Academic Advising. (3). 

This course introduces students to the various cultural, ethnic, racial, and linguistic issues associated with advising practice.

Rationale:

This course is one that is required in the 14-hour NACADA Academic Advising Certificate program offered online.  A course was needed that emphasized multicultural issues in academic advising interactions and work settings exclusively.  No other course in the College of Education addresses that specific goal.

Effective date:  Fall 2004

DROP COURSE:

General Education Humanities Restricted Elective. (3). 

Rationale:

Reduction in the General Education requirements complements the addition of 3 credit hours in Professional Education.  There is no net change in program hours.

FROM:

EDSEC 405.  Middle Level Education. (3). I.

This course provides an overview of the characteristics of middle schools; the social, psychological, and physical characteristics of early adolescent development; middle-level curriculum; ways to organize for instruction; and the teacher’s role in the guidance of students at the middle level.  Cross-listed with EDEL 405. Pr.: Admission to teacher education.

TO:

EDSEC 405.  Middle Level Education. (2). I, II, S.

This course provides an overview of the characteristics of middle schools; the social, psychological, and physical characteristics of early adolescent development; and the teacher’s role in the guidance of students at the middle level.  Cross-listed with EDEL 405. Pr.: Admission to teacher education.

Rationale:

The KSDE recently enacted a change in licensing from grades 7-12 to 6-12.  Catalog description for EDSEC 405 has been changed to reflect anticipated revised course content.  The sections dropped from the current course description are “middle-level curriculum” and “ways to organize instruction” which are expected to be addressed in the revised EDSEC 500 course.  Change in hours from 3 to 2 reflects this anticipated decrease in course content.

EDSEC 500.  Content Area Methods in the Secondary School. (2-3). I, II.

Principles of teaching applied to content area instruction in the secondary school;  motivation, organization of subject matter, lesson planning; evaluation and reporting, challenging the levels of ability; organization and management of the classroom, and methodology and materials of the secondary schools. 

Pr.: EDCEP 315, EDSP 323 and  EDSEC 376.  Simultaneous enrollment required for EDSEC 477, 500, 520 and EDCEP 525 and EDCIP 455.

TO:

EDSEC 500.  Content Area Methods in the Secondary and Middle Schools. (3). I, II.

Principles of teaching applied to content area instruction in the secondary and middle schools including:  motivation, organization of subject matter, lesson/unit planning, assessment and reporting, organization and management of the classroom, and methodology and curriculum materials of the secondary and middle schools. 

Pr.: EDCEP 315, EDSP 323 and EDSEC 376.

Rationale:
Catalog description reflects a complementary emphasis in both secondary and middle school curriculum, lesson/unit planning etc.  The change in hours (from 2-3) to only 3 also reflects a commitment among instructors of EDSEC 500 to integrate middle school content area methods

FROM:

EDSEC 520.  Block II Lab; Content and Reading Methods. (1).  I, II,

Field-based experience to help the pre-professional teacher practice the incorporation of specific content area with reading methods in the secondary and middle schools. 

Pr.: EDCEP 315, EDSP 323, and EDSEC 376.  Simultaneous enrollment required for EDSEC 477, 500, 520 and EDCIP 525 and EDCIP 455.

TO:

EDSEC 520.  Block II Lab; Content Area Methods and Field Experience. (1).  I, II,

Field-based experience to help the pre-professional teacher practice the incorporation of specific content area methods in the secondary and middle schools. 

Pr.: EDCEP 315, EDSP 323, and EDSEC 376.  Simultaneous enrollment required for EDSEC 477, 500, 520 and EDCIP 525 and EDCIP 455.

Rationale:
Title change reflects that the course is associated with content area methods applied in school-based field experiences. 

Effective date:  Fall 2004
