Rationale:
1. The grade change focuses on the need for a stronger art content knowledge base.

2. The portfolio review after the completion of art foundation classes focuses on skill achievement.  The art education advisor can direct the students into further study to help develop their skills if necessary.

EDEL 310. Foundations of Education. (3) I, II. Examines the historical, political, philosophical, and sociological foundations of education in the United States including the evolution of career and technical education and changing demographics; ethical and legal issues; governance and financial support; and contemporary curriculum issues.  Includes critical thinking and reflective decision making about educational issues. Take prior to or concurrent with Block A. Pr.: Prior or concurrent enrollment in EDEL 200. Requires concurrent enrollment in EDEL 230 and sophomore standing.

Change to:

EDEL 310. Foundations of Education. (3) I, II. Examines the historical, political, philosophical, and sociological foundations of education in the United States including the evolution of career and technical education and changing demographics; ethical and legal issues; governance and financial support; and contemporary curriculum issues.  Includes critical thinking and reflective decision making about educational issues. Take prior to Block A. Pr.: Prior or concurrent enrollment in EDEL 200. Requires concurrent enrollment in EDEL 230 and sophomore standing.

Rationale:  It is necessary to remove the statement about “concurrent enrollment with Block A.”  Admission to teacher education is required for enrollment in Block A classes, and completion of EDEL 230 is one of the requirements for admission. Thus, EDEL 310 and the accompanying EDEL 230 must be taken prior to admission to teacher education and enrollment in Block A.

EDCI 620. Foreign Language Methods of Elementary Schools. (3) On sufficient demand. Methods of teaching and organization of materials for the foreign language program in the elementary school. Pr.: EDCEP 315, 24 hours in the foreign language, and concurrent enrollment in either Preprofessional Lab (DED 100) or Teaching Participation in the Elementary School (EDEL 585, 4 cr.)

Change to:

EDEL 620. Foreign Language Methods of Elementary Schools. (3) On sufficient demand. Methods of teaching and organization of materials for the foreign language program in the elementary school. Pr.: EDCEP 315, 24 hours in the foreign language, and concurrent enrollment in either Preprofessional Lab (DED 100) or Teaching Participation in the Elementary School (EDEL 585, 4 cr.)

Rationale:  This is a change of the course prefix to be EDEL from the current EDCI.  In spring 2005, a number of graduate-level EDEL courses were converted to the new EDCI prefix. This course was mistakenly switched, and this action is to remedy that change. No other aspect of the course is changed.
